 - Huawei Technologies: 1,250 m² of office space in the form of a 3/6/9 year-lease from March 1st, 

2012, and an additional 1,250 m² from October 1st, 2012. Huawei Technologies is a leading global 

information and communications technology solutions provider. 

 

Totaling 45,000 m², the Arcs de Seine ensemble is one of the most attractive campus in terms of 

services and the most appealing living and working environment in the area. The property is currently 

being evaluated for a leading French environmental certification label (HQE Engagement Phase).
